Characters List [in order of appearance]
The Clerk of the Court
Margaret Mattson – an elderly woman, a farmer’s wife. The Mattsons were some of the early immigrants from Sweden. Her husband had claimed some fertile land and their plantation was doing very well – better than that of some of the immigrants from England. Her first language was Swedish & it is possible that she spoke & understood very little English.
William Penn –the founder of Pennsylvania acting as Judge
Henry Drystreet – one of the immigrant farmers from England. Claimed that Margaret Mattson had bewitched his cows. 

Charles Ashcomb – a witness for the prosecution – a neighbour &  English immigrant farmer.

Anna Vanculin – the wife of John Vanculin [English immigrant farmers] – a witness for the prosecution.

Attorney General – legal advisor to William Penn

Foreman of the Grand jury – spoke on behalf of the jury [an English immigrant.]

Neil Mattson - Margaret Mattson’s husband

Anthony Mattson – Margaret’s son
Also present – the other 20 Grand Jurymen [all English immigrants], 
a 10 person “Petit Jury” one of whom was a Swede.
